Clothing:  Casual clothes for sightseeing and city tours, swimwear and hiking  

clothes. A backpack for the hike, warm and weather proof clothes for  

elevations above 3000m. And: well used alpine boots (don´t come  

with brand new ones) 

 

Insurance:   In accordance with Rotary International requirements for Short Term  

Exchange Programs (STEP) 

 

Arrival/Departure: Jenbach Railway Station or 

Innsbruck Airport 

 

Parental approval: The parents are requested to certify that the applicant is in good 

health and shape for an alpine hiking experience, that she/he may go 

hiking,  swimming, biking. The parents must agree that we take 

medical care in case it is necessary.
